| mpl ementing a Healthy School Environment!

The Bay-St. Louis-Waveland School District (BWSD) struggled for years to regulate the Healthy School Envi-
ronment component of the School Wellness Policy. This issue was compounded by the onset of the USDA
Smart Snacks in Schools Regulation. Yes, schools had established Wellness Councils that met regularly but
expecting these individuals to report their peers for providing unhealthy foods or beverages that went

against policy was unrealistic. Frankly, they had to work with these folks everyday!

As evolution would have it, the Operations Dept. which oversees the Office of Child Nutrition, began over-

hauling all of the school district forms and processes for con-
sistency and efficiency. Special attention was placed on fund
raising and school based activity forms as these most always
involved food. The new automated form system now requires
the Office of Child Nutrition to approve or deny all school food -
based requests. Initial resistance was felt by instructional staff,

but the Office of Child Nutrition offered catering packages that

met the most recent requirements, were affordable, and were

down right beautiful! While Catering Services are not mandato-
ry, all schools have quickly adopted monthly, and at some lo-
cations, weekly healthy food based initiatives using these ser-
vices. The byproduct has been a sharp increase in catering
sales and an overall healthier school environ-
ment. (Continued on Page 10)
